2.	 Ask several volunteers to read Genesis 22:1-18.  What stands out to you 
in this story about Abraham and Isaac?

3.	 How does this example of Abraham and Isaac speak to your life today?  
Where do you get the strength to say “Yes” to God when everything else 
inside of you says “No”?

4.	 Happy used Genesis 22:17-18 as the foundation for God wanting to bless 
and multiply us through multi-sites. What have you seen God multiply in 
your own life? 

5.	 Discuss why you think God is using multi-sites in this generation to reach 
people outside of God’s family. 

6.	 What do you think the biggest challenge will be for us continuing to 
plant multi-sites throughout Central Illinois and beyond? 

7.	 Discuss Hap’s word that God wants to re-plant the Urbana campus. 
Explain why or why not this motivates you. 

8.	 Hap mentioned there will be many new openings at the Urbana campus. 
What is God calling you to do in regard to restarting the Urbana campus? 

9.	 After a time of worship, take time as a group to be quiet and just listen 
to the Holy Spirit.  What is he saying to individuals?  What is he saying to 
you as a group?  Break into smaller groups to minister to and pray for one 
another.
